About Us
Responding to the popular demand of an eager community, Aylesbury
Hindu Temple CIO (AHT) and Triveni CIC have joined hands to celebrate the
biggest event of the year, Durga Puja & Garba Mahotsav 2024 in Aylesbury,
Buckinghamshire, for the second time in a row. With unyielding
determination, we have set our sights on engaging the wider Indian sub-
continent community in our vicinity. All the organisers of the core committee
formed to steer the event come with rich and prior experience of organising
these celebrations.

Durga Puja is one of the major Hindu festivals originating from the Indian
sub-continent. It is celebrated majorly across India, Bangladesh, Nepal and
Sri Lanka. In 2021, Durga Puja in Kolkata was included within the Intangible
Cultural Heritage List by UNESCO.

Garba is a popular folk dance from Gujarat that was added to UNESCO's
Representative List of Intangible Cultural Heritage in 2023, mostly
performed during Navratri/Durga Puja Celebration.

Goddess Durga is worshipped as the embodiment of Shakti (feminine power)
and the festival celebrates the triumph of good over evil. These 5 days of
celebration are an occasion to not only engage in prayer and worship, but
more significantly, an opportunity for the entire community to come
together in the true spirit of love and friendship, irrespective of religion, race,
colour or creed.

Closer to home, there are at least 65 Durga Puja celebrations held in UK, with
a significant number being concentrated in and around London. Although
Aylesbury is located within the hinterland of London, its residents had till
last year been deprived of the opportunity to celebrate this grand event.
